Key Priorities

The school improvement plan at Hadrian Primary school allows staff to prioritise developments within the school, both curricular and non curricular in any given academic year. Within this, each year four key priorities are identified. These are shared with staff so they are aware of the schools focus. Within the school development plan, the key priorities can be tracked by the colours shown below. 

The key priorities for Hadrian Primary School 2016 – 2017:
· Increase the number of children gaining GLD in EYFS to 66% 
· Improve standards in writing by the end of Key Stage One to 55%
· Raise the number of RWM combined at the end of KS1 to 50% 
· Raise the number of RWM combined at the end of KS2 to 67% 
· Improve standards of marking and feedback to ensure consistently high standards across the school
· To provide children with creative stimuli for writing across a range of art forms to improve outcomes across all key stages, with a specific focus on Year 2
