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Parental Annual Questionnaire – Results 2016

As I am sure you remember, I recently sent out a parental questionnaire, seeking parents views on the performance of our school in a number of areas. I am pleased to inform you that the responses have been collated and the results of the survey can be found below. Of the 255 questionnaires sent out, 50 were returned. Of those, some represented a number of children in a family, rather than one being completed for each child within the household.

1. My child enjoys school. 60% Strongly agreed, 40% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

2. The school keeps my child safe. 70% Strongly agreed, 30% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

3. The school informs me about my child’s progress. 50% Strongly agreed, 44% Agreed, 6% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.
4. My child is making enough progress at this school. 50% Strongly agreed, 50% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.
5. The teaching is good at this school. 58% Strongly agreed, 42% Agreed, 0% disagreed, 0% strongly disagreed.

6. The school helps me to support my child’s learning. 44% Strongly agreed, 56% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

7. The school helps my child to have a healthy lifestyle. 40% Strongly agreed, 50% Agreed, 10% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.
8. The school makes sure my child is well prepared for the future.  54% Strongly agreed, 38% Agreed, 8% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

9. The school meets my child’s particular needs. 52% Strongly agreed, 46% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed and one person did not answer 2%.

10. The school deals effectively with unacceptable behaviour? 46% Strongly agreed, 48% Agreed, 6% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.
11. The school takes account of my suggestions and concerns? 28% Strongly agreed, 60% Agreed, 4% disagreed 8% strongly disagreed.

12. The school is led and managed effectively. 38% Strongly agreed, 62% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

13. Governors are effective at improving the school. 38% Strongly agreed, 56% Agreed, 6% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

14. The school provides a wide range of clubs and activities: 42% Strongly agreed, 50% Agreed, 8% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

15. Overall, I am happy with my child’s experience at this school: 56% Strongly agreed, 44% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.

16. I would recommend this school to others: 60% Strongly agreed, 40% Agreed, 0% disagreed 0% strongly disagreed.
17. Parental comments: 
1.“Fantastic school, my son has enjoyed his time here, I wish he had been here from the beginning. I would strongly recommend anyone to place their child here.”
2. “More broad spectrum sports needed.”

3. “The school has brought my son on so much in so little time.”

4. “When I attended Hadrian, it offered more school teams like netball and rounders.”

5. “The opportunities available to children are second to none. My only concern is how these opportunities are managed – I worry about children who for example – don’t get a chance to be involved with events like the summer spectacular. Otherwise I’m very happy indeed with my child’s progress at the school and the environment it provides.”

School Response to comments

 Sports provision

At Hadrian, we offer a wide range of sports within our curriculum, with children having the opportunity to take part in coaching and festivals for sports throughout the year including football, rugby, cricket, athletics, boca and multi skills to name a few. Due to funding cuts, the school’s sports partnership no longer exists, which has had a huge impact on the number of sporting festivals and competitions that take place across the local authority. We still offer after school opportunities for football and rugby and the school funds Friday club, which provides additional sports opportunities for children from Y4-Y6.
Wrap around care

As a school we are currently not in a position to provide after school child care due to both financial and staffing constraints. It is something that we review annually. We have in recent years been able to introduce a breakfast club in order to support working parents. We have also looked into the possibility of after school child care being provided by an external company, but we are yet to find a provider who could accommodate this.
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
