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Pupil Annual Questionnaire – Results 2016





During the summer term, pupils completed questionnaire, with the aim of seeking children’s views on the performance of our school in a number of areas. I am pleased to inform you that the responses have been collated and the results of the survey can be found below. 220 questionnaires were returned. Of those, some represented a number of children in a family, rather than one being completed for each child within the household. 





Do you like school?  85% Yes, 11% O.K. and 4% No.





Do you like your lessons? 78% Yes, 16% O.K. and 6% No.





Do you think children’s behaviour is treated fairly? 68% Yes, 26% O.K. and 6%.





Do you take part in a club? 68% Yes and 32% No.





Do you think school dinners are nice and healthy? 73% Yes, 25% O.K. and 2% No.





 Do you enjoy break times? 91% Yes, 7% O.K., 2% No.





Do you think the homework you are set helps you? 70% Yes, 28% O.K., 2% No.





Do you think the homework you get is:  10% Not enough,68% About right and 22% Too much.





Do you feel safe at school?  94% Yes, 4% O.K., 2% No.





Do the staff value what the children say? 80% Yes, 18% Sometimes, 2% No.
